Zimbabwe; eSwatini; Lesotho; Botswana and Namibia. 

 

(b) (i) and (ii)   An in-depth analysis to determine priority markets for marketing investment in the 

next 3-5 years was undertaken in mid-2020 and concluded by the end of 2020. The process 

considers data availability for the decision-making, size of travel market, attractiveness 

characteristics, and ability to attract it to travel to the destination. 

 

(c) Key focus in the continent in the upcoming financial year will be on driving brand positivity 

messaging through the new regional campaign and also to capacitate both the source 

market trade and South African Product Owners.
