KwaZzZulu-Natal chefs to graduate from the department’s Recognition of Prior
Learning Programme

Department of Tourism has invested R3.1 million in the programme and has reached 107
experienced chefs in Gauteng, Limpopo, Western Cape and KwaZulu-Natal.
